 November  Recipe  
 

Apple Cake  
Carol Snyder made this for the  
Great Pacific Highway Travelogue 
and it was a big hit!! Perfect for any 

fall gathering of family and friends. 
 
1 box vanilla cake mix 
1 T. apple pie spice 
1/2 cup water 
1/3 cup vegetable oil 
3 large eggs 
2 t. vanilla extract 
20 oz. can apple pie filling, coarsely chopped 
1 cup caramel sauce 
8 oz. cool whip 
2/3 cup toffee bits or chopped nuts 
 
Preheat oven to 350 and spray 13x9 pan with 
nonstick spray. 
With an electric mixer, combine cake mix, spice, 
water, oil, eggs and extract. 
Fold in the pie filling. 
Pour into pan and bake for approximately 30 
minutes. 
Remove the cake to a wire rack and cool for 
10minutes. 
With a straw, poke holes about an inch apart 
and halfway through the cake. 
Drizzle 3/4 cup caramel sauce in the holes and 
let cake cool completely. 
Top with cool whip, drizzle with remaining sauce 
and sprinkle on the nuts. 
Keep refrigerated after adding cool whip.
